Paul Reburn is a very experienced, 

cautious, adult rider and if he can be 

involved in a collision, anybody can. 

That statement is a no brainer 

because no matter how cautious you 

might be, somebody can run into 

you. 

When I spoke to Paul he didnᾷt have 

any recollection of the details 

regarding the collision but Iᾷm sure 

they will be available in time. 

Thankfully, although Paul was 

seriously injured, he is expected to 

make a full albeit painful recovery.  

Does this teach us anything? I donᾷt 
think it teaches us anything that we 

bikers donõt already know, however it 

reinforces the need for prudence and 

caution when riding a two wheeler, 

particularly when sharing the road 

with other vehicles. 

Lucky for me, I live down state and 

most of my rides are on country 

roads, but even here there are things 

that can bite you, like other vehicles 

as well as deer, dogs, raccoons, etc. 

All too often, Iᾷm amazed when I see 

a collision of two vehicles (usually 

cars) on country roads where there is 

no other traffic at all.  All it would 

take is just one of these drivers to pay 

attention but apparently, people either 

donᾷt pay attention to their 

surroundings, or become distracted. 

On the country roads there are lots of 

crossroads that are four way stop and 

you would think that would provide a 

margin of safety but apparently some 

drivers think that means itᾷs okay to 

blast through an intersection assuming 

the other guy will stop. 

Iᾷm most cautious when I come to an 

intersection where I have the right of 

way. If I have a stop sign, I know Iᾷm 

going to stop, but when I have the right 

of way I let caution rule my decision and 

assume the other drivers either donᾷt 

see me or donᾷt give a damn.

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During the AMA Mid-

Ohio Vintage 

Motorcycle days, I had 

the opportunity to 

purchase a new helmet 

from a vendor offering 

really great prices. I 

thought it was time for 

a new helmet and that 

was confirmed when I 

inadvertently dropped 

my ARIA as we were 

leaving on the last day. 

The side cover broke as 

it hit the ground. After 

some careful re-

attachment, I was 

concerned that the face 

shield might fly off on 

the ride home. So I 

knew for certain that if I 

bought the new 

Scorpion, the face 

shield on the Aria would 

definitely NOT fall off.  

Murphyõs Law, I guess. 

 

 Anyway, I was 

able to buy the 

Scorpion for $199 + 

tax, which was 

substantially less than 

the $349 retail and it 

has several features 

that helped make the 

decision. 

 

The Scorpion has a 

Kevlar-Fiberglass shell 

as well as a face shield 

that is anti-fog. 

Everclear is the 

Scorpion term and yes 

it does seem to work. 

Iõll wait to see how well 

it holds up to a frosty 

Delaware morning. The 

face shield is larger 

than on the ARAI. By my 

calculations, about 20% 

larger and the shield 

can be removed in a 

snap. I never really was 

able to finesse the 

shield off the ARIA. It 

always seemed like a 

poor design. 

 

The ventilation system 

does not seem any 

better, but the helmet 

is quite a bit quieter, 

especially, when the 

mouth intake vent is 

closed. It is equipped 

with a pump to adjust 

the fit of the helmet. So 

far this has not been 

necessary, but over 

time when the cheek 

pads wear in, it may be 

a nice feature. 

 

But the really cool 

feature is the 

retractable sun visor. 

No more forcing 

sunglasses onto my 

head. Its DOT and Snell 

approved so I have 

confidence in the 

construction. Letõs hope 

I never have to test it. 

 

Bottom line- Great 

helmet, great price, 

happy customer!
