speed crash, to aid in the
conspicuity of the motorcyclist
and to reduce the

environmental
effects of
riding.
Protective gear
should help
prevent
crashes by
reducing
fatigue,
distraction,
dehydration
and visibility.
Helmets were
not included in
the study because they are
mandatory in Australia. You
can find it on the web at:

*  Injured riders wearing
leather spent an average
of 7 days less in the
hospital and returned to
work 20 days earlier.

*  Protective clothing can
prevent or reduce 43% of
soft tissue injuries and
63% of extensive injury

*  40% of riders involved in
